UNITED NATIONS DAY 2009:
A MESSAGE FROM UNA-USA

August 7, 2009
Dear Friends and Colleagues,

As you know, United Nations Day is observed annually
on October 24th. For many of our chapters and
divisions as well as our members, this is the single most
important day on the UNA-USA calendar. In keeping
with our practice of focusing each year on one
Millennium Development Goal, this year we are
addressing public education efforts on Millennium
Development Goal No. 8: Developing a Global
Partnership for Development.

In addition, we will call attention to the UN’s
indispensable work in addressing climate change as UN
member states prepare to attend the Copenhagen
conference in December 2009. We would like to address
the connection between sustainable economic
development and climate change through our collective
actions. The debate over climate change policy as an
obstacle to development poses a threat to upcoming
negotiations. It is our job to demonstrate that these are
not exclusive goals, but complementary targets.

To further this aim we will be partnering with 350.org,
an international campaign dedicated to uniting the world
around solutions to the climate crisis. Climate
negotiators in Copenhagen should recognize 350 parts
per million as the safest level of carbon in the Earth’s
atmosphere and as an important target for
environmental programs. 350.org is coordinating an
international day of action on UN Day, with over 1,300
events planned in more than 85 countries.

I have heard from many UNA-USA members, both
during the recent national convention and in traveling to
chapters and divisions, that headquarters should lead a
more prominent national effort in support of United
Nations Day. Beginning this year, all of us in the national
headquarters office will work to revitalize the annual
observance of UN Day.

While our resources and capabilities are limited at
present, we know that we speak most strongly when we
speak with one voice. From our side, we will draw
attention to UN Day 2009 on our Web site in a way that
acknowledges the importance of this observance to our
public education efforts. We will make full use of the
resources available to us through official statements,
World Bulletin articles, interactive technology such as
Facebook and Twitter, and other means. In addition, we
will call on governors to appoint state UN Day chairs
where chapters have expressed interest in coordinating
UN Day activities with state governments.

Looking forward to 2010, UNA-USA is considering
calling on President Obama to name a national United
Nations Day chair. We would welcome your reaction to
an Association-wide effort to identify a distinguished
American who has made a singular contribution to
promoting the values and ideals expressed in the United
Nations Charter. UNA-USA would recognize this
individual on United Nations Day 2010 by featuring an
article and/or interview in our World Bulletin, for
example. We welcome your suggestions and reactions to
the ideas expressed here—both for UN Day 2009 and
beyond. Liuba Grechen in our New York office will
coordinate responses and follow-up at
lgrechen@unausa.org.

I hope you are enjoying the summer months. All of us in
the national office look forward to a busy and productive
autumn that includes a successful observance of United
Nations Day 2009.
